Year 6/7 Transition   Monday 18th May  
A reminder to all parents of pupils currently in Year 6 that tran-
sition forms for secondary school placements are due in to me 
by Monday 18th May as the final day .  
 All completed out of zone appeal requests for Frankston High 
School or Elizabeth Murdoch College need also to be handed 
in with your transition request form. These are delivered to the 
respective schools on your behalf. 
 Secondary schools begin their allocations and reviewing of 
appeal requests very soon after this date so a late return of 
forms could jeopardise the placement of your child in 2010. 
 If you are nominating a school other than your neighbourhood 
school (as I have listed for you), you need to give special con-
sideration to the school of your second preference. If your first 
preference is unavailable (including appeal requests), a place 
will be sought for your child in the school you nominate as sec-
ond.  
  

Children will receive notification of their secondary school 
placements on August 7th 2009 by the primary school. Your 
child's allocated secondary school will not make any contact 
with you prior to August 10th. 
  

I am more than happy to advise on any last minute matters or 
issues related to the secondary school transition process.
