Building the Education Revolution 
Last week we announced some exciting 
news related to the Rudd Government 
Stimulus Package, in that we were success-
ful in obtaining the ñNational School Prideò 
funding grant, which is a grant for minor 
infrastructure and maintenance works. The 
news however keeps on getting better be-
cause on Monday we were notified that we 
have been included in round 2 funding in the 
ñPrimary Schools for the 21st Centuryò pro-
gram. This means that in the near future 
construction will commence on a new build-
ing project. We have been allocated two 
million dollars to develop our 21st Century 
Learning Resource Centre. The centre will 
be situated adjacent to the hall and will re-
place the art room and community room. 
The new building will offer us flexible teach-
ing spaces that can be used for a variety of 
purposes. This will include an Art Room 
facility, a Music and Japanese room, an ICT 
centre and provision for After School Care to 
use the facility. We are all very excited 
about our new building project and the posi-
tive impact it will have on the school both in 
terms of vastly improved facilities and the 
positive impact it will have on teaching and 
learning for our students. Frankston Primary 
School is a fantastic school and this new 
facility it will be absolutely sensational. 
Advice Regarding Swine Flu 
We have all been inundated with warnings 
about the swine flu epidemic over the last 
few weeks and I have received frequent 
updates from the Department of Education 
regarding procedures if a diagnosis is made 
at school. While this flu seems to spread 
quickly it is important to note that there have 
been no confirmed cases at any Frankston 
schools. At present the most important ad-
vice is of course to make sure we adhere 
strictly to some of the personal hygiene 
rules, such as washing hands, using tissues 
and disposing of these properly. Of course 
you should keep children with flu like symp-
toms at home and seek medical advice; 
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however it is important to distinguish 
between children with ñnormalò coughs 
and colds and those with symptoms of 
flu (which include a definite rise in body 
temperature, fever, headaches and body 
aches.) I assure you that we will con-
tinue to monitor the situation closely and 
advise you promptly if it changes. 
SMR Principalõs Conference 
Last week I spent three days at the 
Southern Metropolitan Principalôs Con-
ference in Geelong with approximately 
260 of my colleagues. I attended many 
workshops and listened to a variety of 
speakers who presented on Leadership 
and School Improvement. On the final 
day we were addressed by Vic Zbar who 
spoke about the factors associated with 
successful schools and improving per-
formance over time. I was pleased that 
many of the factors he outlined were 
things we are already doing at Frankston 
primary School. Overall the conference 
was outstanding with some inspirational 
speakers and of course plenty of time to 
enter into discussions with colleagues 
about ideas and successes at other 
schools.
