Munch Orders 
Unfortunately Michelle, who has been 
providing our delicious lunch orders, will 
no longer be able to maintain this ser-
vice. During the term orders have de-
clined and it is no longer viable for her to 
make the lunches. Thanks to all of our 
parents who have supported Munch Or-
ders this year and thanks to Michelle for 
her efforts. We wish her all the best with 
her venture. 
 
National Solar Schools Grant 
Work has started on the installation of 
our water tanks as part of the National 
Solar Schools grant. The tanks will be 
installed in the driveway near the  
staffroom and will be used to flush our 
school toilets. The toilets will also remain 
connected to the mains water so that if 
the water in the tanks drops below a 
certain level the flushing will automati-
cally revert back to the mains system. 
We anticipate that the tank system will 
save a large amount of water (especially 
when you consider that 235 students use 
our toilets!) In addition to the water tanks 
the grant will also provide a 2 kilowatt 
solar system that will reduce the schools 
carbon emissions by approximately 
3,500kgs.  
 
Working Bee 
We will be looking at having another 
working bee shortly to assist in cleaning 
up a few areas around the school. 
Our garden at the front entrance could 
do with some major weeding and 
spreading of mulch when it arrives. 
If you are able to help we would love to 
hear from you.
